Layout-8000 V11 features a redesigned Interactive Layout Program 
(ILP).  This new ILP presents more detailed ad and page information 
and provides more convenient functionality.  Scrollable ad lists 
in ILP can be fi ltered, sorted, and kept onscreen as the layout 
operator places multiple ads.  The V11 ILP also features one-click 
ad placement, improved automated dummying, and support for 
widescreen monitors. In widescreen, the new ILP ad list shows up to 
21 ads.
